2. JUSTIFICACION

Desierto.Arte.Archivo se enmarca en un modelo colaborativo de construccién artistica a
través de diversas disciplinas y practicas que abordan la desigualdad, pobreza, precariedad,
contaminacion, migracion, deforestacién y violencia. Podriamos decir, que son los proble-
mas mas desafiantes de la regién Judrez - El Paso y al mismo tiempo de nuestra vida en esta
frontera.

Desierto.Arte.Archivo nace a partir de Species in Peril along the Rio Grande, una iniciativa
creada desde el Museo 516 Arts en Albuquerque, NM en colaboracién con el Departamento
de Arte de la UNM, en la que se convo a tanto artistas como instituciones a colaborar con
obra y eventos enfocados en el medio ambiente a lo largo de la cuenca del Rio Bravo, uno
de los lugares con mayor diversidad biolégica y cultural en América del Norte. Nosotros
respondimos a esta invitacién con un proyecto que si bien no se enfoca en las especies en
peligro de extincidn, si provoca una una discusién mas global acerca de nuestra vida misma
en la zonas aridas.
